When a fire started on the roof on Sept. 9, 1977ña result of 
children playing with fire, it looked like the Bradford House may 
not survive.  However, firefighters subdued the flames, and the 
community joined forces to repair and renovate the House to its 
original specifications.  The roof and attic were completely 
destroyed, the upstairs was ruined and the downstairs suffered 
smoke damage.  By December 1978, the House (above) was again 
welcoming visitors. (Note: If there ever was anything stored in  
the attic, it was burned.  The atticõs empty; weõve looked.)
